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Attached, please find a copy of MA General Law Chapter 32 § 91. This section of the law refers to post retirement earnings, from the Commonwealth, or any of its subdivisions. The intent of this law is to prevent the retiree from earning in excess from the Commonwealth than they originally were earning as an employee.

Simply stated, if a retiree is re-employed in the service of the Commonwealth, or any of its counties, cities, or municipalities, his/her earnings for the calendar year when added to the retirement allowance, cannot exceed the salary currently being paid for the position from which he/she retired plus $15,000 (after being retired for one year). The re-employment is also limited to a period of up to 1,200 hours in aggregate, in any calendar year.

For example, if you retired from your position with a retirement allowance of $30,000, and that position currently pays $53,000, then you may not earn more than $23,000 and or work more than 1,200 hours in the service of the Commonwealth in a calendar year. 
If you work for any public entity of the State of Massachusetts, you must keep track of your hours, and excess earnings, as you are required to certify to your public employer the number of days or hours you have worked in a calendar year and the amounts of earnings. Please be aware this provision also applies to Extra Police Details.
